Do you remember those days when we had slide shows – 
before the outbreak of modern technology? 

Our friends or families – maybe our parents – would take their 
holiday photographs on slide film or transparencies, which 
were then inserted into a machine whose bright lights 
projected the images on to a screen.  Remember?  

When I was a teenager, I was sent to the United States for a 
year on an exchange scholarship and came back with boxes 
of transparencies.  In fact I still have them – and the quality of 
the film must have been outstanding, because they are still in 
perfect condition more than forty years later.   

What I remember from showing these pictures on my return 
home, was that you could put them up on a screen for a room 
full of friends to see; or you could put them on the wall of a 
church hall and make the pictures much bigger by just 
projecting them from further away.  But in preparing for a slide 
show, you could sit in your room and project a very small 
image onto a wall or a piece of paper, so that the picture was 
the size of a post card.   

In each case the picture was the same – only the size 
changed according to how far away it was. 

Sometimes I think that promises in the Bible are like that.  God 
does not fulfill them only once, but repeats the same picture 
again and again, on a smaller or larger scale, depending on 
the distance of time.   

This is especially true I think, with Jesus’ promises of returning 
to his disciples.  He said to them in John 14:18, “I will come to 
you”. 

Now these words were spoken just before Jesus died – and 
he fulfilled them by coming back at the Resurrection. 

Shortly afterwards, Jesus withdrew from them again at the 
Ascension – but within ten days he was back in the person of 
the Holy Spirit, on the day of Pentecost.  It was as if God – 

having once tasted human life and drawn close to his disciples 
– could not bear to stay away! 

Those very same disciples discovered for themselves over 
many years that Jesus would continue to come to them, if they 
asked him and expected his presence in their lives.  That 
same Holy Spirit made the same Jesus present and available 
to them on a different scale but in exactly the same way as 
they had known him before.   

At 2000 years’ distance of time, we promise the very same 
thing to young people every time we hold the confirmation 
service.  We do it with absolute integrity because we know 
that the same God has raised the same Jesus to the same 
throne of glory and reigns in the world, and it is the same Holy 
Spirit who makes the same Jesus present to us in our 
Christian life from day to day.  That is no empty promise. 

So when we think of the final and ultimate return of Jesus at 
the end of history, when he will be dramatically present to his 
people, wipe away all the tears from their eyes and establish a 
kingdom of justice and peace across the world, this will be 
nothing strange.  It is what he is doing all the time, when he 
comes to his people.  His character, his desires and his work 
are the same.  He wants the same things.  He brings us the 
same gifts. 

It is like those old transparencies – “I will come to you” has 
taken may forms, with the first disciples, through the story of 
the church, and on into the future.  It will look a bit different 
each time but the pattern of Jesus’ coming, and the certainty 
of it are unchanged.   

Meanwhile we do not sit in a despairing vacuum waiting for 
the last day; in the confidence of that day, we live this day in 
the belief that Jesus comes to us all along the road, and we 
can expect him to be with us every time we ask him to do so. 

Even so, come Lord Jesus.

The conference boasted a wonderful mix of 
dynamic worship, powerful and relevant talks, interesting 
engagement in small groups, warm fellowship, and delicious food. 

A Young people’s music group, a Marimba band, and Joburg 
Foxfire liturgical dance 
team led our worship. We 
started the conference with 
worship and had worship 
interspersed throughout.  

Our Archbishop Thabo 
commissioned the GtC 
team and led the launch 
declaration. 

I wish to briefly list the 
topics and speakers for the 
provincial launch: 

Ø Dr Michael Cassidy 
spoke passionately on 
“Building the Church 
for a socially Needy 
World”. 

Ø Revd Nangula Kathindi engaged the conference with the topic 
“Evangelisation in the 21st Century”. Her emphasis was on 
doing evangelism, hence the word Evangelisation . 

Ø Bishop Albert Vun, Bishop of Sabah, East Malaysia, spoke with 
humour, sharp wit and spiritual depth on the topics, “Acts 29 - 
Building for the 21st Century”, “To grow larger build 
smaller” (relating to small groups), and “Church planting”. 

Ø Dr Aldo Fontao, a Cardiologist and ordained Presbyterian 
minister from Argentina, presented the following topics with 
surgical precision and a deep heart for the Lord, “These things 
we must do”, and “Building on the great commandment and the 
commission in the parish”. 

On Saturday evening a vibrant and spiritually moving Youth event 
and ministry was held. The speaker at the event was Aloysias 
Maimane.  

The GtC launch conference was an historical occasion, because no 
similar event of this magnitude was held in the province in the last 
‘twenty’ years. While the weekend was a tremendous success, the 
real success of growing the church will be evaluated when 
dioceses and congregations, through the grace of God, engage 
and implement relevant forms of evangelisation.

It was such an anointing time being together as a massive 
church comprising all the peoples of the diocese.  

The program included dynamic worship, incisive talks, 
enthusiastic workshops, and delicious food. 

The international guests were hosted by the various dioceses of 
the province, to equip and assist their teams to launch Growing 
the Church. Mr Samson Bwambale, Eng. Ivan Wambuzi, Dr 
Winnie Wafula, Canon Lovey Kisembo (Uganda), Edwina Thomas 
(Team Leader), Clark and Carol Smith, (America) and Mario 
Agreda (Argentina), were the members of the team allocated to 
Christ the King diocese.  

Bishop Peter officially welcomed the SOMA (Sharing Of Ministries 
Abroad) team. 

SOMA is a mission agency called by God to serve the Anglican 
Communion and the worldwide Church: 

1. by building up and equipping the body of Jesus Christ; 

2. through the renewing power of the Holy Spirit; 

3. principally through short term cross-cultural missions; 

4. for the transformation of individuals, churches and 
communities

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Bishop Peter thanked all those who were responsible for putting 
the launch together and gave an introductory address on 
evangelism. He left us with th Anglican Communions five marks of 
Mission: 

+ to proclaim the Good News of the Kingdom of God; 

+ to teach, baptize and nurture new believers; 

+ to respond to human need by loving service; 

+ to seek to transform unjust structures of society; and 

+ to strive to safeguard the integrity of creation and to sustain and 
renew the life of the earth. 

Canon Lovey Kisembo spoke with passion, experience and from 
a pastoral heart. She said that growth comes through a ‘Spiritually 

Driven’ Church, emphasising growth is about life, while non-
growth withers and dies. Growth is about living out the faith. 

The talk on ‘Evangelism- Meet my friend Jesus’ highlighted how 
evangelism can be effective through being personal and simple. 
The simplicity of our evangelism to attract people to our faith is to 
believe in Jesus and practise what we believe. 

Growing the church also requires the help of God, through being 
empowered by the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit equips and 
empowers the church with gifts to enhance the body of Christ. 

Meeting together in conference as a diocese was a most joyous 
occasion for both clergy and laity. The conference brought us 
together for the common purpose of growing the church. We met 
to receive teaching from experts in mission. The international 
team spoke from their own experiences and with deep 
commitment to sharing their faith. As a diocese there was great 
keenness to receive this input as part of our equipping the church. 
Great excitement was experienced in coming together as a united 
family. The lively interaction in the workshops proved that our 
diocese has the ability to rise to the occasion, and definitely has 

the resources to grow the church. 

Out of the conference emerged an interim team that spent a few 
days being mentored and taught by our international guests. The 
topics touched on in those few days were: 

 + One on one evangelism 

 + Youth ministry 

 + Prayer and Intercession 

 + Discipleship/ Spirituality 

 + Hospitality/ Welcome 

 + Strategy to meet/ encourage other Anglicans 

 + Stewardship 

 + Biblical Literacy 

 + Liturgy 

 + Conflict Management. 

A DVD entitled ‘Prayer Driven Church’ by Bishop John Guernsey, 
was shown to us and presented us with a ‘back to basics’ as 
church. Prayer is the primary step that a church should take in 
any project or process. History, it is said, belongs to the 
intercessors. Prayer invites God to be a part of the plans of the 
church. Constant prayer means a constant communication with 
God. Not only does prayer invite God to be a part of growth and 
progress, but also helps to protect from the onslaughts of the evil 
one.   

During the time that the SOMA team was with us, they also ran 
‘Mini’ missions in different archdeaconries. On the Thursday, they 
held a mission at Christ the King, Mondeor, where Revd Mario 
Agreda of Argentina preached and Dr Winnie Wafula and Clark 
Smith shared their testimonies.  

On Sunday, 28th, the focus moved towards a most vibrant youth 
event held at General Smuts high school.  (see article below)

their experience and allegiance to Jesus, and their commitment to 
stand and be counted for Him in a very practical way. 

Growing the Church, as shown by our youth, is not negotiable!
Just do it! 

About 300 young Anglicans came together at General Smuts 
School in Vereeniging on Sunday, 28th September, to fellowship 
and enjoy a time of worship, prayer and testimonies. 

The school hall buzzed with young voices and minds proclaiming 
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The Diocese of Christ the King is delighted to announce that the 
Community of the Holy Name in Zululand have accepted an 
invitation to establish a full-scale branch house at Ikhaya 
Lokuthula Convent in Rosettenville. 

For some years now, a team of two sisters from CHN at Melmoth 
has lived at Pax House next to the Convent and exercised a 
ministry of caring and evangelism on the streets of Rosettenville, 
alongside the ministry of the OHP Sisters within St Benedict’s. 

The new initiative will maintain the street ministry and expand the 
interface between the sisters and parishes of 
the diocese; at the same time, the community 
will develop another face looking inwards to 
the ministry of St Benedict’s House, and 
providing that godly presence and ministry of 
support and guidance to those who visit the 
House. Having a locally-rooted community 
with a wide range of language skills will, we 
believe, greatly enhance and deepen the 
ministry available here in Rosettenville. 

Sisters Ntsoaki and Nonhlanhla were already 
in residence and practicing their 7-fold daily 
rhythm of prayer within the convent and in the 
Chapel at St Benedict’s when Sisters 
Maureen and Agnet joined them. One or two 
more may join them next year. The new 
branch House will be formalized and Sister 
Superior appointed early in the New Year.  A 
service of welcome and blessing will be held 
on 14 February 2009. Details will be 
announced  shortly.   

Sister Maureen Mthethwa was born in Nongoma and later moved 
to Empangeni where she started her schooling at Umlambozani 
lower primary school. She went to a number of schools until she 
completed her “form 5” (Matric) at Edondotha High school. Her 
family worshipped at St John’s parish in Empangeni when she 
joined the Community of the Holy Name at Kwamagwaza, 
Melmoth in 1994. 

 Her family was amazed by her decision to become a nun 
because they wanted her to go for one of the “Normal 
Professions”, but she joined the community anyway because it is 
her calling. When we asked her how she decided to be a nun, she 
took a deep breath and said: “You know God tells you in dreams 
and visions, so I heard him talking to me in an audible voice and 
there was nothing I could do but to accept the calling. God knows 
how to convince a person”    

Sister Agnet Sivuki was born in Emzimkhulu in the Eastern Cape. 
She dropped out of school when she was in standard eight (grade 
10) due to health problems and it was during that time when she 
received her call to become a nun. She started work at CSJB 

Convent in a place called Tsolo back in 1983 and this is where 
she discovered that the nun communities do not follow the same 
vows. She then decided to move to the Community of the Holy 
Name (CHN) in 1992 where she feels more comfortable. What 
she likes most about the CHN is the freedom compared to other 
convents where nuns are not even allowed to visit their families. 

50% of their day is dedicated to praying while the other 50% is 
dedicated to outreach. Their outreach includes helping people 
spiritually, physically and mentally. They even sew vestments that 

they sell to raise funds for their convent. Their 
visibility on the streets makes people think 
about God even though they still need the 
more necessary exposure. They need people 
to know about their existence so that they can 
get evangelised. They say that the nun’s 
communities are slowly diminishing due to the 
current lifestyle whereby young people find it 
difficult to accept their calling and this problem 
can be solved only if the young people are 
made familiar with these communities. 

Sister Maureen’s favourite words: “In God you 
are never too early or too late, his hands are 
always open no matter how old you are”. 

Sister Agnet’s Favourite words: “God does not 
look at what you do in the beginning, but he 
focuses on what you do at the end” 

“Going local” means that the cost must also go 
local. We reckon that the Convent with 6 
sisters would cost some R12 000 per month or 

R2 000 per sister for the cost of the House, food, medical care 
and personal needs (that is about 10% of a stipendary priest). 
Bishop Peter Lee will launch a “support a sister” scheme and he 
asks for a committed giving towards the support of the community 
– preferably in units of R2 000 per month (or fractions of that) so 
that we know where we are. This is a preliminary responsibility for 
the Diocese of Christ the King, but given the wider ministry of St 
Benedict’s, we are hoping for support from all those who may 
benefit from the ministry of the new House. 

Please rejoice with us and pray with us as we move into this new 
future – we will let you know about the date of the service for the 
New Year.

Community of the Holy Name 
Sisters,  Agnet and Maureen 
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Siyafundisa is currently on track to reach 
several hundred thousand young people 
between ages of 10 and 24 through an 
effective peer education programme 
known as Arebuisaneng (lets talk to each 
other). Its overriding message is 
abstinence until marriage, faithfulness in 
m a r r i a g e s  a n d  m o n o g a m o u s 
relationships. The training is of high 
quality with clearly defined curriculum and 
outcomes that requires young people to 
organize and lead group sessions and 
larger events in their home parishes. 

This youth HIV prevention programme 
has trained more than 150 young people 
to be peer educators in the Diocese of 
Christ the King. Parishes that go for the 
training are carefully selected by the 
Diocesan HIV and AIDS executive 
committee looking at accommodating all 
the four archdeaconries of the diocese. 
Presently parishes that have peer 
educators who facilitate structured 
lessons to their peers are St Luke’s, Holy 
Innocents, Holy Trinity, St John’s, St 
Lawrence, and most recently St Cyprian’s, 
St Nicholas, St Mary Magdalene, St 
Michaels and St Andrews.  These peer 
educators will be certified in December 
2008. 

Young people grow up with their own 
ideas, some correct and some not, about 
every topic they are likely to encounter. If 
their intuition and misconceptions are 
ignored or dismissed out of hand, their

results. Quality monitoring and evaluation 
(M&E) is critical to donors for 
accountability, but it is more critical to the 
programme itself for continuous 
improvement. Because peer educators 
themselves must contribute to the 
verifiable M&E, the Centre for the Support 
of Peer Education (CSPE) has developed 
monitoring and evaluation tools that are 
especially easy to use. These tools that 
are now used by most of South African 
peer education programmes were tested 
by peer educators from the Diocese of 
Christ the King and they were approved 
for user-friendliness. Peer education 
supervisors are now required to submit 
these tools to the Anglican Aids and 
Healthcare Trust (AAHT) office on a 
monthly basis to check their successes 
and challenges. 

Another highlight is that the peer 
educators from the dusty streets on 
Evaton who worship at St Lawrence and 
St Luke’s were commissioned by 
Siyafundisa to perform in the making of a 
DVD that was entered into the Portraits of 
Compassion video contest arranged by 
the US White House Faith-Based and 
Community Initiatives (FBCI). This DVD 
came third out of hundreds of entries that 
were shown during the White House 
National FBCI Conference in Washington, 
D.C.

original beliefs are likely to win in the long 
run. Therefore to learn some new ideas, 
young people must change the 
connections among the things they know 
or even reject some long-held beliefs 
about the world. The positive impact of 
the programme is already reflected in the 
participant’s feedback during in-service 
trainings which Siyafundisa offers to 
parishes that have been trained.  

Teenagers who are involved in the 
programme say that they have realized 
that they can be resources to each other 
and the community in resolving rather 
than adjusting to difficulties. They say that 
they have gained confidence in 
themselves and they are beginning to 
treat their fellow peers in a more equal 
and dignified way. They also extend that 
respect to their parents and other adults. 
These young people exhibit the will and 
the confidence to resist peer pressure to 
do what they do not want to do and 
leadership skills are being built.  

They are working on their peers and 
adults to increase understanding about 
living with people who are HIV positive 
and this approach is helping on reducing 
the stigma attached to those living with 
HIV and AIDS. 

Through the history of peer education, 
even the strongest programmes have not 
been able to document what they are 
doing and whether they are getting
